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Introduction to legal sciences:
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In this lecture, we attempt to study some of the most important terms related to the
Introduction to Legal Sciences standard so that students can become familiar with and
understand everything related to the law.
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I-Definition of Law: it is a group of legal rules that guides (governs) human conduct
In society.
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I1-Classification of law: law can be classified into Public law and Private according,
as we could distinguish between Substantive law and Procedural law.
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Definition of public and private law:
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A-Public law :It is a set of legal norms that sets out the basic state system and regulates
the relations that arise between the state and other states, or between the state or one of
its branches and any private individual, and the state appears here as the owner of
Public Authority and sovereignty in the country, and it includes:

a-Constitution law: it deals with relationtionship between individuals and the state
and govern different authority in the state, such as executive, legislative and judiciary.

b-Administrative law: it refers to the body of law which regulates administrative
concerns and defines the powers of administrative agencies.

c-International public law: it governs relationship between sovereign state, and the
set-up of international institution as the United Nations and European community, and
human rights.

d-Penal/Criminal law: the area of law which defines crimes and their punishments.

e-Criminal procedure law: it deals with processes (procedures) used in criminal trials
or cases.
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B-Private Law: It is a set of legal rules that regulate the relations of individuals
(natural persons) or private moral persons such as private companies and associations
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among themselves, or between them and the state, but the state or one of its branches
appears as an ordinary person in this relationship and not as the owner of authority and
sovereignty, and it includes:

Civil Law: it deals with non-criminal matters such as contract law property law and
civil liability.

Trade/Commercial Law: it governs commercial acts and regulates relationship
between traders.

Labour/Employment Law: it concerns legal relations between employers and
employees (worker rights, job security, the right to strike and the minimum wage...).

International Private Law: (conflict of law) it aims to determine the legal system
applicable and jurisdiction .

Civil Procedure Law: it concerns processes and procedures applicable in civil and
non-criminal trials.

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Distinction between public and private law:
Public law differs from private law in the type of people that each law affects, and the
interest that the law aims to preserve: public law affects all members of society (natural
and legal persons) and defends the public interest, while private law affects natural
persons (citizens). Citizenship), or legal persons (associations, bodies, public and
private institutions) and defends the private interests of these persons. In the event of a
dispute between a public institution and a natural or legal person from the private
institutions, the matter is settled by him. Public law, if the matter is related to a dispute
for the public interest, for example, and it is settled by private law if it is a dispute
within the framework of a purchase contract or a contract to provide services. However,
if the matter relates, for example, to a theft crime, the interest of society as a whole
requires criminalizing and punishing theft (general law), and on the other hand requires
the right of the affected person to compensation and to recover the stolen item or its
value (special law). When two neighbors dispute over the ownership of a piece of land,
for example, the matter is private to both of them and does not directly concern society,
so the issue becomes within the scope of private law.

(g saniaa 8 Jasi Al 8 ) ases e 5 LgaSan Gaualaall (alali) jaes e (s L) 5 1dale Bacld
0S5 Ll (sl Slal ol Dlale Leiulai a8 48 855 Ge IS e Gudaill ALE sacldl) ()68 o g
Leda s il i sinna 51 L abalin (it IS e <5 JS 8 Gaadaill 83 yhas
general rule: That s, it applies to all persons addressed by its ruling and to all the facts
involved In its content, the rule must be applicable to everyone who meets the
conditions for its application sooner or later, that is, it must be consistent. It applies at
all times to every person addressed by it, i.e., who fulfills its conditions.
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Abstract base: What is meant by abstraction in the legal rule is that it was established
without identifying a person himself, that is, without predicting in advance who it
applies to.
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A rule coupled with a penalty: That is, it is accompanied by a penalty characterized
by a kind of coercion and coercion that is imposed upon violating it- This sanction is
necessary as an effective means of ensuring that people respect the law and behave in
accordance with its rules.
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Types of legal rules:
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Imperative rules: That is, it is the rule that orders or forbids a certain behavior, such
that individuals may not violate it or agree on it Contrary to what was decided.
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Complementary rules: That is, they are the rules that regulate the behavior and
relationships of individuals in a certain way, but they may violate them or agree on
what contradicts their rule.

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The Constitutional law:
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Country: It is a group of individuals who practice their activity on a specific
geographical territory and are subject to a specific political system agreed upon among
them that handles the affairs of the state.
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Pillars of the state:
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The people- Population: The people: means a group of individuals who live on the
territory of the state and who belong to it by enjoying its nationality. These people are
called citizens if they live in their state or subjects if they live outside it.
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Territory: Territory: It is a specific and specific spatial area that represents the
geographical lines of the state. It is a part of the Earth’s surface, characterized by
human, natural and economic characteristics that distinguish it from other regions.
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Political power: Political authority: It is the authority to manage public affairs in the
state on behalf of the people within the region. It is what legislates and is what is
iImplemented and also ensures the achievement of justice and equality.
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International recognition: It is the declaration by one or more states of their will to
enter into international relations with an already existing state or a new state, and its
basis is for the state to exercise its authority over the territory.
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Sovereignty: Itis the full right and authority of the ruling body over itself, without any
interference from external parties or bodies.
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Types of political systems:
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Parliamentary system (British): is: “the system of government that is based on the
principle of relative separation of powers while ensuring the principle of balance and

cooperation between the legislative and executive powers.”
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Presidential system (American): is “a system based on independence and great
separation between legislative and executive power and the inability of one to influence
the other, which leads to a balance between them by virtue of independence, and not
by virtue of means of mutual influence.”
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Semi-presidential system (French): It is defined as: “It is a mixed system that
combines the characteristics of the presidential system and the parliamentary system,
in which the President of the Republic and the Prime Minister are partners in managing
the affairs of the state, and the distribution of these powers between the President of
the Republic and the Prime Minister varies from one country to another.”
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Council system or assembly government (Swiss): However, it is the system that is
based on merging the legislative and executive powers in the hands of one elected body
that has the authority to manage the affairs of the state, which is Parliament.
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Legislature: Legislative authority: The legislative authority means that body that has
the right to issue binding general rules that govern the actions of people within the state
entity.
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Executive Authority : It is the authority entrusted with implementing the laws enacted
by the legislative authority. It consists of the president of the state - whatever the name
given to him - at the head of this authority, then the ministers and their deputies, and
all employees of the administrative agencies, whether central or decentralized.
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Judiciary: Judicial authority: It is defined as the authority that implements the law
when deciding disputes between individuals and each other or between them and one
of the public authority bodies in the state. The judicial authority is considered the third
authority of the state.
